Step 1: Apply for a State Lodging License through the Bayfield County Health Department
· Initial Application is $575 ($300 pre-inspection fee and $275 annual license fee)
· The annual license is valid until June 30th and you will need to renew each year to keep a valid license. This fee also includes a yearly water sample for bacteria  testing at your facility. 

Step 2: Apply for a Short Term Rental Permit through the Bayfield County Planning and Zoning Department
· 1 unit Short Term Rental: $250 permit filling out the Land Use Permit Application
· 2-4 unit Short Term Rental: $500 permit filling out the Conditional Use Permit Application
· Through both applications the department will generate a Town Board Recommendation Form and send it to your local township for approval. 

Step 3: Scheduling an inspection
· The Short Term Rental Specialist from Bayfield County will reach out regarding scheduling an inspection. If the Health Department License application and Planning and Zoning Permit application are submitted at the same time, both inspections can be completed on the same day. 
· Once you have obtained the State Lodging License from the Bayfield County Health Department an inspection will be scheduled on a yearly basis as long as the license is valid. 

Step 4: Check with your local municipality if they require an additional Short Term Rental permit.
